Astrid begins a new work through a close engagement with the material. An idea comes, she imagines it in a specific
material and size, at the same time perceiving a singing voice that is shaping the material. A dialogue guides the
creative process involving consistency, texture and colour: not to be forced or violated.

She calls her way of working “organic abstraction™- dispensing with what distracts the eye in order to perceive and
reveal what is essential through the language of form. Thereby she links more clearly to nature and the forces of growth
in everything that lives.
