Into her profession, Astrid channels her passion for shapes, textures, movement and her encounters with various materials. She trained as a sculptor in Peru and in
Germany, her native country. From her experience, too, as a teacher of arts & crafts, she masters the arts of textiles through the felting of natural wool.

Astrid begins a new work through a close engagement with the material. An idea comes, she imagines it in a specific material and size, at the same time perceiving
a singing voice that is shaping the material. A dialogue guides the creative process involving consistency, texture and color: not to be forced or violated.

Her “pregnant women “ not only express the physical state of this special moment in a woman'’s life ... "You can be" pregnant "with an idea, a project, even an
illusion , and so on.

| have to bring it to birth, | feel “full” of it. | have to adapt and change until the moment comes to be able to express what is coming about, to reveal it and finally
offer it to others ”, says Astrid.

In recent years she has felt the need also to give voice to the shadow side of beauty and the wonderful aspects of things. Women anywhere in the world have to
meet injustice, customs that lack meaning and to suffer violence.

She calls her way of working “organic abstraction- dispensing with what distracts the eye in order to perceive and reveal what is essential through the language of
form.Thereby she links more clearly to nature and the forces of growth in everything that lives.

Estudia para maestra Waldorf de Artes plasticas y de manera autobnoma conquista el mundo artistico-artesano textil a traves del afieltrado de lana natural .

Su modo de empezar una nueva obra esta muy ligado al material. Ella tiene una idea, se lo imagina en un material determinado y tamano, pero la voz cantante lleva el
material: se deja guiar durante el proceso del trabajo por su consistencia, su textura y su color para no forzar o “violarlo”.

Las “embarazadas” para ella no solo expresan el estado fisico de este momento tan especial en la vida de una mujer...” Se puede estar “ embarazada” de una idea, un
proyecto, de una ilusion. Lo tengo que gestar, me siento “llena” de ella, me tengo que adaptar, quizas cambiar hasta que llegue el momento de poder expresar lo gestado,
sacarlo fuera y ofrecerlo a los demas”, comenta Astrid.

En los ultimos anos siente la necesidad de dar voz no exclusivamente a lo bello, lo maravilloso y a lo perfecto, sino también justo a lo contrario que puede ocurrir en la vida de
cualquier mujer del mundo: a lo injusto, a costumbres que (ya) carecen de sentido, a violencia sufrida.

Su modo de trabajar lo llama “abstraccion organica” : prescindiendo de lo que sobra en una forma, lo que distrae la vista para percibir lo esencial. Pero siempre ligado a lo
natural y a las fuerzas de crecimiento, que siente como la base de todo lo vivo.
